Although the shift to Peradeniya inevitably caused temporary disruption of many
activities, publication of the Review Wwas uninterrupted, and came to an end only in
1967 with Vol. XXV edited by Professors P.E.E. Fernando, W. J. F. Labrooy and

K. W. Goonewardena.
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The Review was replaced by two separate journals, devoted (o socia! sciences and
humanities respectively. The Ceylon Jowrnal of the Humanities first cume out in January,
1970 under the editorship of Kamal de Abrew: but only two volumes appeared. each
consisting of two issues, covering the period 1970-1971. This Journal was in iis turn
succeeded by the Sri Lanka Journal of the Humanities which commenced in 1975 and

is still being published.

An auther-index to the Sri Lunka Journal of the Humanities (with an appendix
listing articles in the two published volumes of the Cevlon Journal of the Hum:nities)
is being published in the Sri Lanka Journul of the Humanities Vol. XVII (1991). For
further information on al!l these journals 1 wish 1o refer the reader to the comprebensive
article entitled “Orientalia in the University” by Ratna Handurukande in the same
voiume; and I wish to express my deep gratitude to Prof. Handurukande for constan:
