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Preface

After eighties one of the main features we notice in the education field in Sri
Lanka is, the trend to send the children to 1AB schools in the cities and to the National
schools. Various criteria in selecting the students to grade one, the transformation of
the grade 5 scholarship exam to a competitive exam to admit the students to popular 1
AB schools or the National Schools, proves the above factor.

The research was done with a sample taken from few Kandy schools where

there are hostels.

This is an analytical research. Hence descriptive statistical scientific method is

been used while to a certain extent quantitative research method is also been used.

In the first chapter, introduction to the topic, the concepts related to the topic,

the importance, the aims and the limits of the research are being discussed.



In the second chapter, the literary review is been presented. Since no one has
done any research on the schooling boarders in Sri Lanka, only the foreign literature

has been included here.

In the third chapter, the theoretical foundation of the research is been
presented. Agraham M. Maslow's Needs theory is the theoretical foundation of the

research.

Therefore the researcher takes about the humanistic perspectives that includes
Maslow's Needs Theory, and about the educational psychologists who presented
humanistic perspective. Hence Maslow's Needs Theory is explained to a certain
extent. The suitability to select Maslow's Needs Theory as the theoretical foundation

of the research, is been discussed finally.

In the forth chapter details about, the research fields the research population,
the sample and the suitability to use Mooney's Problem Check list to collect data in the
research are presented.

The analysis of data and the definition are presented in the fifth chapter. The
sample is decided into four categories. Each category is compared to one other
category, analytically. Hostel girls, hostel boys, girls who are boarded outside the
school, boys who are boarded outside the school are the four categories. Hypothesis
tests, graph analysis, analysis of the confidence levels, analysis of the minimum and
maximum limits, are the statistical scientific methods that were used to analyze data.
In this way four methods were used to bring about a better validity to the revealed
information.

In the sixth chapter the conclusion and suggestions based as the revealed
information through the data analysis.
