SUMMARY

This cthnogréphic study was conducted to ascertain the effects of gender-roles in the day-
to-day school activities. The research was conducted using three schools of different social
backgrounds. Two of the schools are located in semi-urban areas while the other is in an urban
area, in the Kandy district. The data was collected through observation of the day-to-day
activities of the school co-curricular activities and teaching-learning process.

In addition data was obtained through observations. Interviews too were conducted with
principals, teachers and students. In addition, an analysis of the relevant documents too was
undertaken. This facilitated the task of testing the validity and reliability of the data obtained
through observations. Data was analyzed using normal qualitative data analysis methods.

The first chapter provides the introduction to the study. The second chapter concentrates
on the literature review whiie the third chapter is devoted to the analysis of the concepts relevant
to the study. Fourth chapter deals with the methodology adopted for the collection of data as well
as for analysis. The fifth chapter deals with the background of the study.

Chapter 6 presents the data related to classroom management and organization while
chapter seven deals with the teaching-learning process in the selected schools. Data related to
school based evaluation under the educational reforms is dealt in chapter eight. The co-curricular
activities in the school, subjected to the study are presented in chapter nine. Chapter ten focuses
on the conclusions and the recommendations along with suggestions for the future researchers.

The conclusions in details are that division of labour was very much segregated on the
basis of gender. and that in the teaching-learning process, the teachers apparently paid more
attention to the boys when teaéhing certain subjects.

On the assessment based on criteria introduced under the 1997 educational reforms marks

obtained by the boys and girls varied.
