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Abstract

A Linguistico-stylistic study on the works of ven. Sri Sanranankara thero
(Related to Sarartha sangrahaya and Satarabanawara sanna)

There had been a down fall of the classical literary tradition since 16"
century due to the political and social degeneration of that time. As a result
of the social reformation of ven. Saranakara thero, he was able to bring the
past lost grandeur of the Classical Literary tradition into surface. He did all
his literary reformation work, based on Exegitical Literature.

This research is mainly focused on the stylistic features used by ven.
Sri Saranankara Thero in his works.

The first chapter, reveals the facts of the origin of the Traditional
Exegitical Literature. The evolution of the methods and styles of the sanskrit
Interpretations are comparatively described with western theories of
meaning. Further the styles of Tripitaka and Attakatha is also, discussed.

The second chapter contains the evolutional process of the sinhala
exegitical works. It has been classified to five groups and interpretation and
language styles are mainly discussed.

Third chapter describes the stylistic evolution of prose took place in
the Sitavaka and Kandyan periods based on the changes of political social
and cultural background. As a resolution for this, Saranankara thero launched
his work of writing to lay a better classical foundation. He wrote fifteen prose
and poetic works and here eight of them are discussed on stylistic features.

Sarartha sangrahaya, compiled by Saranakara thero is taken in the
forth chapter to discuss his literary and language styles.

Fifth chapter discribes structural interpretative and language styles of
Satarabanavara sannaya.

At the end of the main body of the text the conclusion is added.
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
